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Halachic alternatives

Lavud

The definition of “lavud” is a permeable wall
made up of slats that are either horizontal or
vertical, or a combination of both that creates a
latticework.
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1.

Tie ropes or affix slats up to a height of
10 tefachim (40 inches/1 meter
according to the Chazon Ish) around at
least three sides.

Between each of the ropes or slats
should be a gap less than 3 tefachim (9
inches/24 cm)

There is no need for the walls to reach
the schach, as we rely on the law of “gud
asik” (explanation below).

For the more stringent opinion, rather
than having horizontal OR vertical
slats/rope, create a latticework system
of both to the height of 10 tefachim.

Lavud

Vertical
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Gud Asik

“Gud asik” means “a rising barrier”. That is,
when a barrier is at least 10 tefachim above the
ground, we consider that it continues rising until
it meets the schach. Therefore, it is imperative
that the schach is in a straight line above the
barrier.

A gud asik barrier can also be created using the
principle of lavud described above, and does not
need to be a solid barrier.
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2 walls & a bit

Itis sufficient to have two full walls and then just
a small bit of wall, at least 7 tefachim wide
(majority of 7 tefachim).

If necessary, one can create a third wall that is
one tefach wide and which stands at a distance
of just under three tefachim. This allows us to
create a wall of four tefachim while employing
the law of “lavud”.
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The Schach

The law that there must be more shade than
sunlight refers to the lights that comes through
the schach. Therefore, so long as there is more
shade generated by the schach, even if there is
great sunlight coming through the walls, the
sukka is still kosher.

One must sit underneath the schach.
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
